Agenda Item 1 
:
To confirm the proceedings of the 46th Academic Council Meeting held on 25th January, 2008.

The Proceedings of the 46th AC meeting were confirmed by the Academic Council.

Agenda Item 2 
:  Matters arising out of 46th AC meeting held on 25th January, 2008.

The actions taken on matters that arose out of the 46th AC meeting were reported. 

Agenda Item 3
: Consideration of the proposed Ph.D. registration rules.
There was detailed discussion on the proposal. It was decided that to look afresh into various aspects of the Ph.D. registration rules and other related issues, views would be sought from different AC members such as:

Prof. B.P. Sinha, Prof. Rajaram Bhat, Prof. Anup Dewanji, Prof. Shibdas Bandyopadhyay, Prof. S.K. Majumdar, Prof. Abhay Bhat, Prof. Abhirup Sarkar, Prof. S.C. Bagchi and Prof. B.Chanda. 
Agenda Item 4 
: Consideration of a proposal regarding necessary changes in pass-fail/repeat rules.

A committee will be formed by the Director to look into the matter and make recommendations.
Agenda Item 5 
: Consideration of a proposal to revise the existing syllabus  of Demography in B.Stat. II Year.
Dr. Arni Srinivasa Rao who submitted the proposal was not present in the meeting. The other AC members discussed the proposal among themselves and expressed their views that right now the proposal can not be accepted as Stochastic Process is involved in the proposed new syllabus and it is taught only in B.Stat. III Year. They also remarked that in order to accept the new syllabus of Demography  several changes in other courses are also needed. Thus it was decided unanimously not to change the existing syllabus right now and, if necessary, a committee may be formed to look into the matter.
Agenda Item 6 
:  Consideration of the report of the Committee constituted for reorientation of the SDP.
It was resolved that the SDP programme previously conducted, will be closed. However, a new two-year M.Tech. (Quality Management Science) Programme will be introduced from Bangalore Centre of the Institute. The curriculum suggested by the committee formed vide Office Order no. DS/6929 dated 7 January 2008 was accepted. Members from other Centers/Units may also join the program as teacher, if required.
Agenda Item 7 
: Consideration of  a proposal to introduce a special Ph.D. programme in QR&OR.
The proposal was accepted. However, it was suggested to delete the word “Special” from the proposal. 

Agenda Item 8
: Consideration of a proposal regarding submission of Ph.D. theses in Applied Mathematics for the Ph.D. degree of ISI.
It was resolved that ISI would accept Ph.D. Thesis in Applied Mathematics for Ph.D. degree of ISI.
Agenda Item 9 
:  Consideration of a proposal to introduce a course on Financial Engineering as a specialization course in M.Stat. programme of ISI, Kolkata.
The AC members accepted the proposal in principle. A Committee has been formed with the following members to look into the matter :
Prof. Gopal Krishna Basak, Prof. Nityananda Sarkar, Prof. Amita Majumdar and Dr. Krishanu Maulik.

Agenda Item 10 : Consideration of a proposal to review M.Stat./M.Math. syllabus.
Since Prof. G.M. Saha, Chairman of M.Stat. syllabus review Committee has retired,  the Director would form a new committee.
To review the M.Math. syllabus a committee has been formed with the following members:

Agenda Item 11 
: Consideration of an appeal from Faiz Akhtar, B.Stat. I Year student (2007-08) to repeat his course of 1st Year during 2008-09 session on medical ground.
His request to repeat the course of first year during 2008-09 was turned down by the AC members.
Agenda Item 12 
: Consideration of a proposal to change the syllabus for “Computational Techniques and Programming I” for B.Stat. I Year course.
The proposal was accepted in principle by the AC members present in the meeting. 
Agenda Item 13 
: Prof. Susmita Mitra’s and Mr. S.S. Handa’s proposals to institute award in memory of their mothers.

The AC members recommended that one medal  be awarded to the best woman student of ISI in memory of Prof. Susmita Mitra’s mother late Dr. Maya Mitra. The corpus fund will be donated by Prof. Mitra.

Also Mr. S.S.Handa’s proposal for instituting  a medal to the best M.Stat. (Applications) student, in memory of his mother late Sita Handa, was  accepted.

In this context, Director will decide on the titles of some of the existing awards to avoid confusion.

Agenda Item 14
 : Consideration of the modification of eligibility criteria  for the admission in B.Stat., B. Math., M.Stat.,  and M. Math. Programmes:

AC decided not to restrict the years of appearances in selection tests.
Agenda Item 15
 : Consideration for revision of Syllabus for M.Tech. (CS) programme.
It was decided in the meeting to form a committee with Prof. B.P. Sinha as Chairman to review the syllabus of M.Tech.(CS) programme. Prof. B.P. Sinha is requested to suggest  the names of  the committee members.
Agenda Item 16 
: Consideration of required attendance for appearing in the semester examinations.

Regarding the attendance rule of ALL the courses run by the institute, the following was decided. “Every student is expected to attend all the classes. If he/she is absent, he/she must apply for leave to the Dean of Studies or Academic Coordinator. Failing to do so may result in disciplinary action”.
