The Chairman welcomed all the members to the 46th Academic Council meeting.  

Agenda Item 1 
:
To confirm the proceedings of the 45th Academic Council Meeting held on 25th  January, 2007.

The Proceedings of the 45th AC meeting were confirmed by the Academic Council. The AC members pointed out that in the same proceedings the last line of the Agenda Item 13 (Miscellaneous) should be read as “hence the views of the AC should have been taken into account”.

Agenda Item 2 
:  Matters arising out of 45th  AC meeting held on 25th  January, 2007.

The actions taken on matters that arose out of the 45th AC meeting were reported. The increase in the stipend of the Ph.D. students will be given as soon as the government approval is obtained.

Agenda Item 3
: Approval of the results of B.Stat./B.Math./ M.Stat./M.Math./M.S.(QE)/M.Tech.(CS)/ M.Tech.(QROR)/ADIS/Ph.D. etc.

The A.C. approved the award of degrees, diplomas, certificates and prizes to the students as per the list circulated among the AC members to be conferred in the 42nd Convocation of the ISI which will be held on 25th February, 2008. Prof. Probal Chaudhuri & Prof. Debasis Sengupta gave notes of dissent on Ph.D. degrees.

Agenda Item 4 : Proposal to increase Stipends of various courses of ISI to attract talented candidate to ISI.
The AC recommended that the stipends be revised as follows:

Rs. 3000/- per month for B.Stat./B. Math. students for twelve months a year plus annual contingency of Rs. 3000/-. Rs. 4500/- per month for M.Stat./M.Math./M.S.(QE)/M.S.(LIS). Students for twelve months a year plus annual contingency of Rs. 4500/-.

Agenda Item 5 : Proposal to increase the honoraria paid to the Visiting Scientists.

The AC recommended that an honorarium of Rs. 5000 – Rs.10000 per month  be paid  to a Honorary Visiting Scientist who would be requested to teach a course. It will be for a period of 3-5 months.

Agenda Item 6 : Proposal to incorporate necessary changes, so that students of M.Tech. placed in Kolkata and its suburbs, are eligible for getting additional monthly allowance, for their field training.

The AC recommended that an additional 15% of the monthly stipend be paid to all M.Tech. students during their field training/practical or summer training in Kolkata, and an additional 30% of their monthly stipends for outside Kolkata.

Agenda Item 7 : Consideration of proposals to repeat certain courses by the students on medical ground.

The AC recommended
that the Dean of Studies will decide accordingly in the individual cases.

Agenda Item 8: Consideration of the appeals from Raghvendra Tewari and Kaushik Basu, M.Tech.(QROR) students of ISI Kolkata not to restrict their marks (to an upper bound 60) obtained in the supplementary exams. 

The AC generally felt in support of the existing rule for supplementary exams. i.e. the maximum percentage obtained is 60. The AC also recommended to formulate a rule to be incorporated in the Students’ Brochure for future supplementary exams. This two specific cases are left for Director’s discretion.

Agenda Item 9 :  Consideration of the recommendation of the “Committee to suggest a comprehensive view on augmentation of admission procedure for various degree programmes”.

The AC accepted the proposal of the Committee. The respective Selection Committees [i.e. B.Stat./B. Math., M.Tech. (CS)] will implement it from 2008-09.

The system will be tested initially  for 2-3 years. It was also recommended that an addendum to this effect will be put in the newspapers for the notice of the concerned candidates.

Agenda Item 10 : Consideration of the judgement given by Hon’ble Justice in the High Court at Kolkata in respect of Shri Arkaprava Bandyopadhyay who was asked to repeat B.Math.(Hons.) – II Year at Bangalore Centre by the Dean of Studies.

The AC recommended that Shri Arkaprava Bandyopadhyay may be permitted to repeat the entire second year of his B.Math.(Hons.) course at Bangalore Centre during the Academic Session 2008-09.

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
