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MUMBAL: For long, when it came to getting
into an Indian Institute of Technology, signing
up with the right coaching centre was what
mattered more than which school board you
attended. But the new entrance exam system,
which gives weightage to class XII scores of
candidates, has changed the rules of the game
in one fell swoop.
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Statistics from the IITs show that in JEE 2010, of the qualified candidates, 58% were from
CBSE, 36% from state boards and 6% from ICSE. While 3.5% of the CBSE candidates qualified,
it was 2.3% for state boards and 2.7% for ICSE.
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In 2011, of the 13,196 qualified candidates, 543 were from ICSE (4.1%), 7,396 from CBSE
(56%), and 5,195 from state boards (39.4%). "It is noted that the participation and the
performance of the candidates from state boards have improved in JEE-2011 in comparison to
previous years," an analytical report released by the IITs read.
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
