Abstract

 We shall introduce ordinal numbers and transfinite induction. As an application we shall give a very quick proof of Radon-Nikodym Theorem. It will be seen easily that the same technique can be used to quickly prove Hahn Decomposition Theorem for signed measures. The talk will be accessible to all B. Stat., M. Stat. and M. Math students. Only a rudimentary
knowledge in measure theory will be required to understand the proof of Radon-Nikodym Theorem.
