Theorems of Ingham and Levinson on certain Lie groups

 Abstract

 In this talk, our focus will be on certain classical results due to Ingham, Levinson and Paley-Wiener which find optimal decay of the Fourier transform of nonzero functions vanishing on `large sets'. We will talk about these theorems in details and their generalizations on the $n$- dimensional Euclidean space, the $n$-dimensional torus and certain non-commutative Lie groups.
