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Distinguished Representations over Finite Fields


Abstract

An irreducible representation of a finite group $G_1$ is said to be distinguished with respect to a subgroup $G_2$ if it has a $G_2$-invariant vector. The notion of distinction is well studied when $G_1=G(\mathbb F_q^2)$ and $G_2=G(\mathbb F_q)$, where $G$ is an algebraic group defined over the finite field $\mathbb F_q$. In this talk, we survey this theme and cover some recent results which are joint with Nadir Matringe.
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
